Beware the 

Delta Variant!

The Corona Conversation with 
Don Krupp is a weekly feature now 
included in our Old Mission Rotary 
Meetings.  

This week’s Corona Conversation 
focused on the emerging Delta 
variant of the virus.  Club member 
Don Krupp talked about how the 
Delta variant is much more infec-
tious than earlier versions of the 
virus.  This means that the Delta 
variant has the capacity to infect 
as many as 73 million individu-
als over the course of ten genera-
tions of disease transmission from 
a single infected person.  That’s 
about 800 times the number from 
last year’s version of the virus!

Lee Kaminetz is our club’s Rotary 
Foundation Chair and he urges all 
members to contribute to the RI 
Foundation online with the Rotary 
Direct Program at my.rotary.org.

Lee explained how the Rotary 
Foundation funds projects around 
the world such as our effort to 
eradicate polio. Global Grants 
fund projects sponsored by mul-
tiple clubs often from different 
countries. The Thousand Smiles 
Foundation has been awarded four 
separate Global Grants totaling 
$250,000. The RI Foundation also 
sends money back to each Rotary 
District for local projects. Old 
Mission Rotary will receive $3000 
this year and will use these funds 
for youth programs such as LEAD, 
Model UN and RYLA.

How to Participate the sheer scale of increased infec-

tiousness from the early virus to the 
dominant version it’s mutated to 
today.
It’s why coronavirus hospital-
izations are up dramatically to 
resemble what we saw last Febru-
ary.  It’s why ICUs are packed to 
capacity in areas with low vaccina-
tion rates.  It’s why breakthrough 
infections among those vaccinated, 
though still rare, are showing up in 
news reports.  And, it’s why we are 
now seeing a rise in the number of 
young adults, teenagers and chil-
dren getting sick and dying from 
the disease.  
The steep rise in severe Covid-19 
cases, almost exclusively among 
unvaccinated individuals, should 
serve as a powerful motivation to 
get vaccinated and diligently fol-
low pandemic public health pre-
scriptions.
