GUIDELINES FOR GIVING
CASH AND VOLUNTEER SERVICES

Reviewed by the Roseville Rotary Board of Directors July 21, 2020
1. Contributions will be directed to non-profit organization (501(c) 3, a religious organization, an educational institution, or a governmental agency.
2. Contributions will be for a specified need, not general operating expenses.  Grants will not be made for individual needs, endowments, program advertising, religious programs or political organizations.

3. For purposes of public relations and recognition of civic contributions, identification of the contribution by Roseville Rotary will be requested.

4. Priority will be given to activities where there is other involvement by a Rotary member or Rotary club.
5. Priority will be given to projects that allow the active involvement of Rotary Club members.
6. Priority will be given to activities where there is a leveraging effect of the contribution.

7. Contributions in excess of $5,000 must be approved by the membership.   Contributions of $5,000 or less may be approved by the Board of Directors.  
8. All volunteer participation as an official Roseville Rotary Club sponsored activity should be approved by the Board of Directors.

9. Pledged contributions will not exceed three years.  Contributions may be renewable.  
10. Funding decisions will take place quarterly at the January, April, July, and October Board meetings.  Applications are due by the first of those months.
11. The Roseville Rotary Club will annually identify giving goals.
12.   Organizations receiving grants from the Roseville Rotary must complete a report outlining the projects and its outcomes within six months of the end of the grant period.
