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ATTENDANCE AND MAKE-UP POLICY
Rotary International requires a 50% attendance level for members to maintain active membership status within a club. This can be a combination of regular meetings, conferences and make-ups if a minimum of 30% of your attendance is at your own regularly scheduled After Five club meetings. If you know that you are going to miss our regular meeting or your attendance at meetings is low, there are a variety of ways that you can maintain your attendance requirements.

 Members on a LOA are more than welcome to attend meetings but will be required to pay for their own meals.  
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
