EDGEWATER ROTARY ATTENDANCE RULES
Attendance Requirements

· Edgewater Rotary membership requires that a member attend a combination of 46 hours of meetings and volunteer hours in a year to maintain membership.  
Example:  If you attended 30 meetings a year you would be required to complete 16 hours of Rotary volunteer hours to equal a total of 46.
· You are required to attend a minimum of 12 meetings a year. A minimum of one meeting per month. Total volunteer hours that can be used towards meeting attendance would be 34. 
· Volunteer hours must be official Rotary events:

Club service projects (Children’s Health Fair, blood drives, etc.)

Club fundraisers (Cruisin the Coast, Wine Tasting. etc)

Special club meetings (board meetings, committee meetings, etc)

Club socials (Christmas Party, etc)

District meetings (Membership Seminar, Mid-Year Checkup-Conference, etc)
Other Rotary club meetings

Other Rotary events approved by the board

· A record of volunteer hours should be submitted to the club secretary within 60 days after the event.

· A member may not miss or fail to make up six consecutive meetings unless there are special circumstances approved by the board.  Such request should be submitted to the board for review. 
· For a meeting to count towards attendance you need to be present at least 60% of the meeting.  
· Meeting these minimum requirements is your responsibility as a member of Edgewater Rotary.
Benefits of Attendance

· Fosters fellowship among members

· Provides opportunity to meet new people

· Keeps you informed on your Club, District and Rotary International

You are only required to do a make-up if you are trying to have perfect attendance or if your attendance falls below set attendance requirements.

Lastly, if you bring a new member into our club, it is your responsibility to inform the new member of attendance rules as well as all other club rules and regulations.

Lose of Membership
If a member falls below the minimum requirements for membership, it shall be the responsibility of the club secretary to notify the board.  All members falling below the required minimum membership attendance shall be brought to the attention of the board.  The board has the discretion to either excuse the member due to special circumstances or take further action.
