Rotary has awarded over 60 scholarships in 27 years. Here we highlight where a few of our 
early scholars are in their professional lives.  
 
 
Dr Erik Soine received his Rotary Scholarship in 2000, attended LSU receiving a BS in 
biological science, and his medical doctorate, completing residency in both dermatology and 
internal medicine in 2013. 
Dr Soine founded Soine Dermatology & Aesthetics in 2013 which has grown to have offices in 
Covington, Mandeville and Hammond as well as four dermatologists and 28 employees. In 12 
years he has established relationships with 20,000 new patients. 
He is also an Assistant Professor at LSUHSC School of Medicine in New Orleans, teaching 
dermatology residents at the Veterans Affairs Center in New Orleans. 
 
He has been a long term sponsor of the Rotary Scholarship program and a generous donor to the 
annual silent auction. 
Dr Soine is married to his wife Rebecca, a fellow dermatologist, and has four children. 
 
 
Trent Murchison received his Rotary scholarship in 2005, attended LSU receiving a Master
