The Club was again involved in a wide range of activities. Rosemary Castle was the President. 
Our Achievements

Community Service 
· Propagated  seedlings for future tree plantings
· Donated $1,610 to Australian  Rotary Health research (specially in mental health) including $110 raised from the hat day fundraiser
· Supported Ronald McDonald House Canberra Red Wig run/walk and BBQ, plus ran a bike ride raising $3200 for the House and $1300 for our own projects
· Donated $2950 to the Longreach Rotary Club Drought Appeal
· Donated $850 to MS Australia
· Donated $2500 towards cooking equipment at Abbeyfield Garran (accommodation for mildly intellectually disabled people) and joined in two working bees
· Invited members of the Down Syndrome Confident Speakers Group to speak to us, followed by a movie night to watch Down Syndrome-related movies, raising $167 for the Down Syndrome Association
· Assisted at the Snowy Hydro SouthCare Base Open Day
· $500 to Friends of Brain Injured Children 
International Service

· Presented a ShelterBox certificate at Mount Stromlo High School, and received a cheque resulting from the students donating  another 
· Donated $2,000 to the ShelterBox Syria Refugee Appeal from collecting at Cooleman Court, and $2,000 following the Fiji disaster
· A private donation of a ShelterBox was made through the Club 

· Helped Zonta by assembling hundreds of birthing kits and donating $500, and contributed to Zonta’s bra UpLift project
