Deering Banjo Company was founded by Greg & Janet Deering in 

1975 and continues to be family owned & operated in Spring Valley. 

Greg got the banjo bug when he received one as a gift from his father. 

Wanting a new banjo a few years later, Greg used the wood crafting skills 

he learned from his father to make a new banjo.  Using his wood crafting 

skills along with the support of his wife, Janet, The Great American Banjo 

Company was founded in Spring Valley. The company philosophy of 

providing quality, affordable banjos made in the US remains unchanged 

from its founding 50 years ago. 

Today the Deering Banjo Company has 37 employees makes about 10,000 

banjos per year. The banjos, made of 3-ply violin grade maple, are made 

with 4 strings, 5 strings, and 6 strings. 

We were privileged to hear Greg play the guitar to demonstrate the 

Scrubbs and the Clawhammer style of playing. 

Notable musicians who play the Deering banjo are Jens Kruger, Winston 

Marshall of Mumford and Sons, Keith Urban, Zac Brown and Taylor Swift.
