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Agnes Barrelet’s story is truly inspiring—it’s 
amazing how a single moment can ignite a 
lifetime of change. She turned her compassion 
for animals into action, creating a sanctuary that 
is both a safe haven for animals and a space for 
education of children. The San Diego Animal 
Sanctuary & Farm is remarkable for its scale and 
impact. Housing over 200 rescued animals from 
diverse species and breeds, it offers these 
creatures a second chance at life. 

Her proactive approach, like establishing a 5+ 
acre garden to tackle rising food costs, 

showcases her dedication to sustainability. And the sanctuary’s efforts to 
educate children about regenerative farming, composting, and animal care 
foster valuable connections between younger generations and the natural 
world. 

Operating costs of $55,000 a month and the constant care required for the 
animals are certainly immense challenges. Her leadership and the 
commitment of the team to provide such a nurturing environment with 
veterinary care and natural living spaces are truly commendable.
