Our speaker today was Tracey Herriot—designer, fashion enthusiast, 
sewing teacher, and founder of Clicbitz, a hands-on education 
company serving youth ages 8–18. With twelve years of classroom 
experience in both Canada and the U.S., Tracey has built a program 
that blends creativity with STEAM learning while promoting 
sustainability. 

Clicbitz introduces students to Science, Technology, Engineering, 
the Arts, and Mathematics through fun, project-based activities. A 
core part of the curriculum teaches the textile circle of sustainability, 
helping kids understand how to keep fabric out of landfills. 

Tracey delivers these classes in unforgettable style—traveling the 
county in a refurbished bus stocked with 30 portable sewing 
machines and all the supplies needed for sewing and craft projects. 
In partnership with the county library system, Clicbitz offers two-hour 
classes where students create their own pajamas, hoodies, or even 
Barbie outfits. They also run a Coding and STEAM Maker Lab class.
