Some of us knew Jim Nelson and some didn’t have the privilege to know 

him. I thought I knew Jim, however, at his Celebration of Life I learned so 

much more about him.  Jim was truly a great Rotarian and Humanitarian!  

During his message, minister Jim Grossnickle-Batterton  spoke about how he 

came to know Jim Nelson and who Jim was.  

Here are just a few excerpts from the minister’s message. “ As someone who served 

for decades with their long-time home congregation, Ridgeway Community Church, 

with the Church of the Brethren Disaster Relief Auction, and with three different 

Rotary Clubs, Jim exemplified Rotary's motto “Service Above Self.” This was evident 

to me right up to the end. When I last visited with Jim and Carol in their home at 

Brethren Village less than a week before he succumbed to cancer, Jim was telling me 

about a literacy and community-building project in Guatemala. This was a project 

they supported for a number of years. At a time when some might focus all their 

attention on their own disease, Jim was still actively promoting service above self. A 

gift for service deeply engrained in a person’s life does not easily fade. 

Perhaps this is what the Rotary 4-Way Test is moving us toward. This will be very 

familiar to some of you. I have not been involved with Rotary, so this is new to me, 

but the intention certainly resonates. In all the things we think, say, and do … Is it the 

Truth? Is it Fair to all concerned? Will it build Goodwill and Friendships? Will it be 

Beneficial to all concerned? The truth of a life transformed by Christ is that fairness is 

replaced by an abounding generosity which overflows the economy of humankind. I 

suspect this is something Rotarians learn from time to time. We are greater together 

than the sum of our parts. 

Working and living for peace made Jim very aware of the needs of this world.     

Grieving those taken too soon with cancer and struggling with it himself made Jim 

very aware of suffering and mortality. 

I hear this in a devotion from his time at Ridgeway Church, which Jim wrote as he 

reflected on a passage from Luke.// “Following His Path” based on Luke 9:57-62 

“One of the loveliest waterfalls in the Grand Canyon is only visible after a long hike 

down a trail which runs along the face of a cliff. It is not difficult to begin the hike. 

The trail is almost wide enough for two people and meanders slowly down the in-

cline. The problem begins once you are about half way down the face of the cliff. The 

trail rapidly narrows until it is but a small outcropping on the rock face. There is a 

short section which is extremely precarious. There is no way to lean into the smooth 

face of the rock cliff. The trail is so high above the Canyon floor that a missed step 

would be tragedy. There is just no way to be casual at this point in the hike. There are 

only two choices: brace yourself and go on, or, cautiously back pedal and hope there 

is no one behind you on the trail. It is a difficult choice. We all want to be safe. Yet we 

are promised that the view at the end of the trail is more than worth the risk. Indeed, 

it was. But there was no way to know this without risking the hazard of the narrow 

way. Another’s description of the falls would never be enough to justify the trip.””
