Rotary International is a worldwide
organization of business and professional
leaders that provides humanitarian service,
encourages high ethical standards in all
vocations, and helps build goodwill and peace
throughout the world.

Rotary was founded in Chicago in 1905 and is
the world’s first and largest service club
organization. Today there are 1.2 million
Rotarians in more than 31,000 Rotary clubs in
166 countries.

found in serving others.

Membership is by invitation.

A prospective member first experiences Rotary
as a guest of a current member. The member
may then submit a proposal for membership on
behalf of their guest. The proposal is reviewed
for approval to the club. A formal invitation to
membership may then be extended.

Cost of Membership
