Essay Topic – A 3 Part Essay On The Value Of Service, The Spirit Of Service

Part 1 – Write about a historical person, or someone you know personally, who has inspired you with the spirit of service – include what this person did or was involved in, and how this has motivated you to make a difference.

Part 2 – In a world that in some ways is increasingly arrogant, intolerant, self-centered, divisive, narcissistic, write about what is at risk, if fewer and fewer people do not put “service above self,” what is the cost of not investing in caring for others, not reaching out to value one another.

Part 3 – Incorporate into your essay, why you care about serving others; how your skills, your interests, your sense of purpose, move you to serve others, to put service above self, as you take the risk, as you step in and step forward, as you inspire others to serve as well.

6. Please attach one letter of recommendation from a person, (not a family member) who can testify to your involvement in serving others.

7. Please attach one letter of recommendation from a teacher/coach or other adult (not family members) who can attest to your personal character.
