AThe expenditure of club finances shall be in
accordance with the wishes of the Club members.
The Finance Committee shall prepare an annual
budget and contain its spending within that budget
and including the income received. The budget,
where possible, should contain explanatory notes.
These notes shall provide general explanation for
clarity or to provide important historical background
and perspective.

AThe Finance Committee shall consist of the
President, President Elect, Treasurer, and two (2)
other Club Members, one of which, where possible
has been inducted in the Club in the last two (2)
years.

AThe Finance Committee shall recommend the dollar
amount for expenditures outside of the approved
budget that need to be referred to a vote of the
general membership.

ABudget: This Proposed Budget is to be submitted
to the Board for consideration, discussion and
where necessary modification. The Budget shall be
set by the Board before the commencement of the
year to which the Budget relates.

AThe proposition underpinning each Budget is to
contain anticipated or budgeted expenditure for that
year to be not greater than the anticipated income
of and for that year. That is, a balanced Budget.

Alf or where an excess of expenditures over income
(that is, a deficit) is anticipated in the drafting of that
yearly budget, regard should be given to the end of
year budget position for up to five (5) the previous
years.

AWnhere these years have produced a financial
surplus (income greater than expenditure) the board
may consider a budget position of a deficit for the
coming year not greater than the average surplus of
those years.

AWnhere a deficit (expenditure greater than income) is
anticipated outside of the above stated, approval
from an Annual, Special or Extraordinary General
Meeting of the Club Membership is required.

ASpecial projects that may impact the accumulated
financial reserves of the Club must be considered
by a Special or Extraordinary meeting of the Club
Membership.

AWnhere such proposal is considered by that Board,
the Board should have regard to the duration of the
benefit derived by the Community (including Local,
National and International) from that project.

Aln doing so, regard should be given to the duration
of time and effort required by the Club and its
Membership to replenish those funds or to have
initially accumulated those funds that may be
expended. For exampléit takes three (3) years to
generate those funds then a benefit of at least three
(3) year should be reasonably anticipated.

AFurther consideration should be given to availability
of Project Partners and Sponsors. These Project
Partners may include other Rotary and Service
Clubs, Community organisations, Businesses,
Government and Non-government agencies.

AFinancial Reporting: A Mid-Year financial report
shall be delivered to the Club at the Annual General
Meeting. This report should note variations of the
budget in both income and expenditure. This report
may be used to seek member approval for new,
extraordinary variations to the budget that may be
anticipated in the remainder of the financial year
and where they have been considered and
recommended by the Board.

ADecisions includes those not to proceed with
expenditures or projects in addition to those where
approval to proceed has been given.

AWhere possible, the reason for the that decision
should be included in the minutes of the meeting
and summarised in the indexed record.

0 The Public Relations Director or other Director as
appointed by the Board from time to time, shall be
responsible for the keeping, maintaining, and
preserving this index and relevant meeting minutes.

0 This Indexed Record shall be in hard copy, for
archival durability and an Electronic or digital version
should be brought into existence.

o0 Where possible, efforts should be made to examine
earlier minutes for Decision Indexing. This is to
capture the Corporate knowledge that currently

resides in the collective memory of Membership of
the Club.
