Howick Rotary in a Nutshell

· Our club membership of approximately 30 full and 11 honorary members is made up from a mix of active and retired business and professional people with a well-developed interest in business and community life, both local and international. They represent a good mix of corporate and self-employed, trade, commercial and professional backgrounds.
· Howick Rotary is one of several hundred clubs in New Zealand and some 32,000 internationally. The clubs are organized into Districts for ease of communication and administration within the international organization. Howick Rotary is part of District 9920, which includes clubs within the southeast area of Auckland as well as some Pacific Islands including Fiji. There are over 1.2 million Rotarians worldwide.

· Our club meets on the second and fourth Tuesdays of the month from 5:30 for 6:00pm for approximately 2 hours at the Howick Club premises, 107 Botany Road.
· Each meeting usually comprises a social half hour, a meal, a guest speaker (covering a wide range of business, community, political or service themes) and a small measure of formal and informal Rotary business.

· The club is organized into committees that handle most of the Club’s service and community activities. Currently the Committees are Community, Membership, International, Youth/Vocational, Social, and Club Service, 
· Rotary operates on an International and Local level. 

· Some of the international activities the world-wide Rotary Community helps to fund are: 

· Polio Plus – A worldwide health programme to eliminate polio.

· Literacy – Numerous programmes all over the world to help educate children.

· Student and other exchanges to foster world peace and understanding.

· Water and Hygiene – Various programmes in different countries to provide safe drinking water and sanitation.


· Emergency Response Kits and Shelter Boxes– Aid for natural disasters in the Pacific area. 

· Some of the local activities our Rotary Club has been involved with over recent years are:

· The Bookarama project, which collects and sells second hand books, and in the process, raises significant funds annually for various charities.
· Blankets 4 Kids 4 Winter to collect blankets for those families in need which are distributed through local charitable organisations.
· The Mangemangeroa Walkway involving tree planting and maintenance.

· Support for the Howick Historical Village where we carry out regular maintenance on our adopted building.

· Youth Leadership Training through the Rotary Young Person’s Leadership Award  (RYLA) programme.

· Our annual community Fun Run with the support of the Howick Coastguard.
· Student scholarships and support for Howick College and other schools.

· Other events as agreed.
· Rotarians acknowledge that theirs (and indirectly in many cases their partner’s) motives for participation and membership are a mixture of local and international service opportunities, social activity, networking and personal development.

· An active and enjoyable social programme for Rotarians and their families is seen as an essential ingredient for a lively and efficient club. There are numerous events ranging from committee dinners, Christmas function, and joint partner invited club nights.

· The cost of membership is broadly as follows:

1. Annual subscription, currently $225, which covers the Rotary International and District levies (including the monthly Rotary magazine) plus club administration costs. 
2. A meal charge of $21 for the Howick Club menu choice.  A cash bar also operates. 

3. Sergeant session fines and optional weekly raffles.
