We learned of the mystery surrounding the
loss of four ships, one in recent memory, Cyrus, Wellington, Progress and YungPen who all
foundered on the same small spot of coast off Owhiro Bay. Fascinating.

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SHIPWRECKS AROUND WELLINGTON

At last week’s meeting we had Bradean Cheetham speak to us about some of the
shipwrecks around the Wellington South Coast. Bradean has recently completed his BA
(Hons) in Archaeology with a dissertation about the typology of some Maori pa sites
around Wellington. But he also has an interest in maritime disasters around Wellington.
There are 151 documented shipwrecks around the coastline of the Wellington Region.

The earliest documented are the two-masted brig Hunter which wrecked on Kapiti Island in
June 1828, and the schooner Waterloo which wrecked opposite Kapiti at Waikanae Beach
in 1833.

Bradean focus most of his talk on some of the better-known shipwrecks on the south coast
area divided into four zones:

[J The harbour entrance western side around Barret reef and Chaffers passage —

which included police boat Lady Elizabeth Il 1976, TSS Wahine 1968, and barque
Subraon 1848.

] The harbour entrance easter side and Pencarrow heads — which included single

screw steamer Devon 1915, schooner Magic 1921, and schooner Queen of the

Isles 1856.

[] The area of Owhiro Bay — which included barque Cyrus and sailing ship Wellington

on same day 1874, and Taiwanese fishing boat Yung Pen 1982, and

[ The area of Toms rock west of Sinclair Head — which included barque Maria 1851,
steamship Nambucca 1905, and passenger steamer Penguin 1909, Wellington’s

worst marine disaster when 75 lives were lost (71% of the occupants) on a routine

Picton to Wellington ferry.

What became apparent during was the talk was how easily the weather can change
unexpectedly in Cook Straight and dangerous effects of a northerly gale and fog can easily
disorient captains and draw them too close to the coastline.
