Rotary Dunedin is very proud to have been part of the Trees For Families project (originally known as “Trees For Babies)  in partnership with the “Keep Dunedin Beautiful” committee and, the DCC for over twenty years. The first planting was at Frasers Gully and subsequent plantings have been at Bayfield, Brackens View, Roseneath, West Harbour and lower Rotary Park.

Planting a tree here today will have special meaning for each of us but there is a community benefit as well.  Albert Einstein said “Look deep into nature, and then you will understand everything better”.  

By planting trees, we not only enhance our landscape but also invest in the well-being of generations to  come. Each tree symbolises our commitment to sustainability and the creation of a greener, more vibrant Dunedin.

By planting trees we increase  biodiversity, and carbon capture and expand the green belt for bird life.

Rotary Park is very special to our club, and to all the Rotary Clubs in Dunedin, and we are now part way through a long term  project to completely change the way the community use this space. The perimeter track of the upper park, part of which you can see right here, is intended to be accessible to all – walkers, joggers, mountain bikers, wheel chairs, push chairs.

So far Rotarians and other volunteers have put in more than 1400 hours on the tools  along with $25,000   costs of  track materials, and plants.

Over the next couple of years the track network will be further developed including a link with the lower park and Connell Street. Amenities such as picnic spots and outdoor furniture are planned as well as more native planting.
