In History This Week   

• 25 November 1903 ~  By winning the light-heavyweight championship, Timaru boxer Bob 

Fitzsimmons became the first man to have won world professional boxing titles in three 

weight divisions. 

• 26 November 1960 ~ Keith Holyoake led the National Party to victory over Walter Nash’s 

Labour government, and went on to become NZ’s third longest-serving prime minster be-

hind Richard Seddon and William Massey. 

•  28 November 2008 ~ An AirNZ Airbus A320 crashed off the coast of France.  All seven on 

board were killed.  It was 29 years to the day since AirNZ flight TE901 crashed into the 

lower slopes of Mt Erebus Antarctica, killing all 257 on board.
