(Licensed Professional Guide NOT registered as
a paid angler) for the largest combined length 1
Redfish, 1 Snook, and 1 Trout. Must have all
three species to qualify — not necessarily caught
by the same angler.

Participants only qualify for prizes in the division
they have entered. Junior or Kid anglers may en-
ter a higher division by paying the higher fees. /
