Caroline who 

runs the charity Caros world of Magic and is 

a trained nurse who claims she wanted to 

be like Dr Doolittle as a child gave our 

members and guests a talk straight from her 

heart regarding the work she does with both 

Thai People and foreigners to reduce the 

impact of stray cats and dogs in Hua Hin. 

Caroline went onto say that most of her 

work was paid for by her own funds, 

however Caroline was supported by Margo 

who runs the FIXemALL Charity who pays 

for the spaying of the dogs and cats. 

In the last few years Caroline has neutered 

and spayed over 16,000 animals. 

Caroline demonstrated how she and her 

team use a special blow pipe to tranquilize 

the animals using darts to catch them and 

then operate on them. 

Once the animals have been neutered or 

spayed they are then tagged to indicate they 

have been operated on. 

Caroline spoke about the Caros World of 

Magic which is located on Soi 102 and 

holds an open day on Wednesday’s, 

whereby members of the public can view 

the work she does, and purchase 

puppies.
