The Long Term Scholarship Country Preferences Form  needs to be filled in and emailed to Joanne Feeley, Outbound Student Coordinator  at feeley.joanne@gmail.com   , no later than Nov 1, 2026.      Following receipt of the form, a District Interview via zoom will be arranged.

District Interview:

The District Interview is to ensure that interested students are suitable for the exchange program and is supported by family, as well as giving the student and parent(s) more information about the program. 
 If the student is approved, there is a mandatory training session for all outbound students, in late April 2027.  This session must be attended by both the (new Outbound) student, and at least one parent (the fees for an additional parent will be at their own cost). 

Once the District Interview is completed, work to find a country match will commence.

Cost:   At present the anticipated cost for the year is $11,000.00, to be paid by way of a $700 deposit at the time the initial application is submitted.  If the student is accepted, this is non-refundable.  Two further payments of $5,17500.00 are due, one for January 31/2027 and one for May 1st/2027.  NOTE:  FEES MAY INCREASE DEPENDING ON AIR FARES, INSURANCE COSTS and a review of prior year expenses;  any change will be communicated at time of District Interview. 

The student will be required to complete the Long Term Application form located on the D5550 RYE website, and all related forms as soon as possible after approval.
