 Medical and dental checkups. Nutrition training. 
 Installing water filters, cooking stoves, beds, 

and latrines. 
 Volunteer work at the community farm/garden  
 Sewing machine training, English/computer 

classes and other activities at the school or in 
the community. 

 
 

Volunteers are responsible for purchasing their own 
roundtrip airplane ticket from the U.S. to 
Guatemala, Honduras or Panama.
