This is a remarkable project that is truly changing the lives of families in the Sierra Madre Mountains in the State of Chihuahua, Mexico.  Twice a year, a team of District 5890 Rotarians fly to Guerrero to perform eye surgeries, cataract surgeries, vision exams, laser treatments, make eye glasses, give dental exams and treatments, plus other medical procedures.  How do the patients get to the clinic?  Most patients walk 16 hours through the mountain trails to the clinic to be seen by the doctors.
