Winners will be chosen through a review process involving a panel of selected Rotarians, and Interact Teacher Advisers.

Note:  Every Interact club in District 5890 is invited to attend the conference, however, to be eligible to win any of the following awards, your club must:  

1)  Paid the $3 per member District Interact Dues (Check, money order or cashier’s check:  “District 5890

      Rotary Interact Club”, mailed to:Tommie Buscemi, 4722 Autumn Alcove Court, Kingwood, TX 77345)
2)  Be an officially chartered Interact club with Rotary International, or have submitted your charter paperwork to Rotary. 

3)  The majority of your registered attendees must remain at the conference overnight.

 “Best Interact Club T-Shirt” Award
Judges at the conference will be on the lookout for the best Interact Club T-Shirt at the event, so make sure your members wear their club t-shirt.    
Sponsors of the Year (Please see Nomination Form) 
Interact Teacher Sponsor of the Year: The success of an Interact Club rests largely on the efforts of the faculty sponsor(s). This award will recognize the outstanding commitment and motivational skills of the winning faculty sponsor. This is your opportunity to tell us why they are great!  Nominations should include an essay (between 250 and 500 words) describing the activities of the teacher that entitles him or her for this special recognition. A cash prize of $150 will be awarded to the winner. If there is more that one teacher who sponsors an Interact Club, or if there is a tie, the prize will be split.

Rotarian Sponsor of the Year: The Rotarian(s) that helps your Interact club are there to support your club and are a valuable resource and partner of your Interact Club. Rotary and Interact clubs should be able to achieve more by working together than if they were to act separately. It is up to the Rotary Club Sponsor, however, to extend a hand of cooperation on behalf of his or her Rotary Club, and provide direction to the Interact Club. Nominations for this award are an essay (between 250 and 500 words) describing how the Rotary Club Sponsor provided meaningful assistance to the Interact Club. A $100 Paul Harris Sustaining Member donation will be made to the Rotary Foundation in the name of the winning Rotarian.  If there is more than one Rotarian that sponsors the Interact Club, or if there is a tie, the prize will be split. 

Service Projects of the Year
International: This category involves the participation of the club in a project of an international character. This could include, for example, partnering with a foreign Interact Club in a specific project, or participation in an international relief project. A $100 donation to an international project of your choice, or a $100 check will be given to your club to be used for your own international project.  

Community: This category involves the participation of the club members in a project that directly benefits their local community. The project must involve the hands-on participation of at least 50% of your club members, and needs to be a "sweat-equity project", not a fundraising project. A $100 donation will be made to a local community organization selected by the winning Interact Club, or for their Interact club’s own community service project.
School: This category involves the participation of the club in a project that supports school spirit, raises student awareness about Interact on campus or improves the campus environment. A $100 donation will be made to your Interact club to benefit the project.
