STEP 6 – CREATE YOUR OWN 
• To create a People of Action 
photo, click “People of Action 
Facebook Post”. 
• Note:  Under “Filters” on the 
left side of page, those are the 
options for other items you can 
create. 
 

STEP 7 
Click “Create” to get 
started. 

STEP 8 
• Under the “Options” dropdown 
menu, select one of the ten Action 
Verbs 

STEP 9 – PRESET OR CUSTOM PHOTOS 
• You can use stock photos, or you can use 
“custom” which are your own photos that 
you upload. 
• In the gray section, there are instructions.  

STEP 10 – PRESET PHOTOS 
• Click on the photo shown as “Preset”, to 
open all the photos available for you to use. 
• Select the one you prefer, based upon the 
verb you’re using.  To change, click & select! 

STEP 11 – CUSTOM PHOTOS 
• Click “Custom”, and then click the “Click 
Here to select a photo”.  If you haven’t ever 
uploaded photos, ou’ll be able to by clicking 
the “+” in the lower left corner.  Then, select 
the photo, and it will appear with the POA 
overlay. 
 

STEP 11 – “REFOCUS”  
• You can slightly adjust your photo so the 
POA overlay doesn’t cover faces, etc. by 
clicking Refocus.  When you crop the top or 
bottom, the photo will move up or down.
