The Rotarian. From its humble beginnings as a 12-page
periodical, The Rotarian has grown into an award-winning
publication with a circulation of over 500,000.

The first issue of The National Rotarian appeared in January
1911. It included news items from existing clubs,
announcements of new clubs, and an essay written by Paul P.
Harris, in which he discussed the purpose of Rotary clubs.

As president of Rotary, Harris, along with secretary Chesley R.
Perry, launched the publication as a way to share information
with a growing number of Rotarians. Perry was the magazine’s
first editor and held the position until 1928.

The formation of clubs in Canada and Great Britain and Ireland
prompted the magazine to change its name to The Rotarian in
1912.

ROTARY PARTNERING IN THE
FIGHT AGAINST THE DISEASE

A ig Langston remembers when the fear of con-
\Jtracting polio prevented him and his friends
rom enjoying the summer activities many kids

oday take for granted.

"When | was growing up, you
suldn't go anywhere in the surnrner-
me where there were crowds,” said
angston, president of the Angelina
otary Club. *You weren't allowed to,
ecause no one knew what caused
olio. They didn't know if it was in
e air, or what”

The fear was very real, he said,
ath reminders of the disease as
lose as his own community and in
is famnily.

“fou would see children with
races on, and | have a cousin who
eveloped it,” Langston said. "I re-

ut and we were all able to get the

But not everyone is breathing a
igh of relief. In certain parts of the
rorld, children still face the risk of
ontracting polio, a disease that robs
hern of the ability to do the very
hings children love most — running,
amping and playing,

The Angelina Rotary Club is asking
ar help to close the gap so all chil-
ren can live in a polio-free world,

"Polic comes from contaminated
rater and food " said Langston. “It
ttacks children and it immediately
egins working at the esophagus
nd goes to the intestines and then
preads through the body. What
wplio does is cause the muscles to
it contracting so the limbs become

aalfunctioning and that can cause
ne lungs stop Ereathing, which is

; cl':;u would see people in lung
1achines.”

Although the virus can be spread
-om person to person, it cannot sur-
ive outside the body. And, because it
; preventable, immunization is the
est defense against the disease.

Since 1985, the Angelina Rotary
Club, as part of Rotary International,
has been helping immunize children
against the dreaded disease through
its Polio Plus program, the organiza-
tion's top charitable priority.

A spearheading partner in the
Global Polic Eradication Initiative,
along with the World Health Organi-
zation, UNICEF and the U.S. Centers
for Disease Contral, and with sup-
port from the Bill and Melinda Gates
Foundation, the GPEI is working to

eradicate the disease through routine

irnmunization, supplementary im-
munization, surveillance and tar-
geted mop-up campaigns.

Through funds raised by its flag
program, the lina Rotary Club
donates $500 to $1,000 annually to
the Polio Flus program. Thus far,
Rotary International has contributed
$1.2 billion, which equals 14 percent
of all contributions, to the cause.

Although eradication of polio is
“this close," it hasn't happened yet.

“The plan was to stop polio by our
100th anniversary in 2005, but we
didn't make it; we are 99 percent
there,” Langston said. "Polio is still
endemic in Nigeria, Pakistan and
Afghanistan and unfortunately the
places where the virus is are very

remnote areas and they are hard toget

to. The impetus is finally the govern-

ments of those countries understand

immunization has to be done”

Although it seems the danger of
poliois a world away, the threat re-
maings as long as the virus does.

"We're down to 200 cases world-
wide, but those 200 cases can be
spread rapidly” Langston said. "That’s
what happened in Nigeria. A lot of
people were going in and out of Ni-
geria, an oil country, and when they
ceased immunizations it was spread-
ing to other countries again”

But, even in the most populated
countries, eradication is possible,
Langston said.

“Two years ago, India was one of
four countries that still had polic,” he
said. "India is now polio-free, despite
the huge population and a high birth-
rate, s0 it can be done if you get the
governments behind it and get the
children immunized. Once you get
1id of it, that’s it. When we get nd of
polio — we've learned so much with
the combination of governments and
Rotary and other organizations —
then we can go on to something else”
