They meet to share their lives, feelings, ideas and concerns on significant issues pertaining to
leadership with their peers, with exchange students from other countries, with Rotarian resource personnel, and with motivational
speakers and staff having a combined experience of over 100 years of leadership training. The associations made and the experiences
gained at the conference will be pleasant and lasting, even though the conference lasts but four days.

Sponsorship: The conference is sponsored by Rotary International District 6290, located in Michigan and Ontario. Rotary Clubs in this

district select from their communities the finest high school juniors, seniors and college freshmen with the greatest potential for
assuming leadership roles, and pay the cost of their attendance at the conference.

Conference Rules

+ Conferees are expected to attend the entire Conference — 1:00 PM Wednesday through 3:00 PM
