PUBLIC FOCUSED PROJECTS GUIDE FOR EPN CAMPAIGN

· Place EPN ads in/on Pace buses, Railroad stations, community notice boards, web pages, activity pages, newsletters, local fundraising brochures, sports, musical and theater programs etc. Be sure to include the words “DONATE NOW AT WWW.ROTARY.ORG/ENDPOLIO so that donors can easily send in donations
· Distribute rolls of stickers to Club Rotarians, asking each member to sell them at their places of business, in their neighborhoods, or to their families and friends

· Place Polio Plus collection buckets at trusted businesses throughout the community, decorated with sanctioned EPN images and the Rotary logo – be sure to collect the $$ frequently

· Sell stickers in front of high-traffic commercial businesses at peak shopping times
· Distribute flyers and sell stickers at INBOUND train stations throughout Chicago suburbs

· Sell stickers at large community events such as parades, tree-lighting ceremonies, races, booths at local events and festivals

· Partner with high schools, especially through their Interact Clubs, to sell stickers at sports events, basketball games, and holiday celebrations

· Send the EPN letters to local business and community leaders, school principals and club leaders to encourage sponsorship of an EPN collection effort for their community service projects.  Contact the Boy and Girl scout troops, National Honor Societies and Church youth groups to foster broader international community spirit

· Coordinate an EPN collection initiative at local hospitals and health centers. Partner with the medical professionals in the community to explain the benefits of overseas vaccination in keeping our kids safe too

· Have a civic action day involving police & fire community – distribute posters and flyers to public places throughout community which inform as well as encourage donations.  

· Plan ahead with local Chambers of Commerce and other non-profits to allocate proceeds from 2009 raffles, hole-in-one contests, or auction items to the EPN effort

· Host an event with other nearby clubs with a prominent, dynamic speaker who can get the message out about the disease, the need and the impact eradication will have on the world’s children

· Display information about the History of Polio and  Rotary’s eradication efforts at the local public library – have a program there about the Gates Challenge and progress to date
