b) Not required:  
i) Need not be long walk.

iii) Do not need to get sponsors for you to walk.  
iv) Not just Rotarians
v) Not a full day
vi) Need not be BIG (ok to do just local with our club for Antioch/ LV/Lindenhurst)

ii) Need not be a long “walk”
d) Location ideas:  
i) Osmond Park (no rain option), 
ii) ACHS (unable to easily get to the track but good inside rain option with hallways and gym), 
iii) AUGS (good for inside and out – what does gym look like too?)
iv) Williams Park to new park (no rain option), 
v) LCHS (good for both inside and out, but not ANTIOCH)

ii) 50/50?
e) Education – 
i) A walk in the past with some history info
ii) Try walking in the metal braces
f) Walk registration:   need to count number in each party 
i) Inexpensive laynards with numbered printed badge
g) Tshirts
i) Get vendors to donate and be on back of shirt?  
ii) One per registered party of 4 or more
h)  Sign station (poster boar on sticks)
i) Rotary is 99.99% there
ii) Only __ cases in the last year*
iii) Irradicate Polio forever
iv) Polio killed ___ people in ____
v) Remove the fear – be polio free
vi) Rotary’s network administered Covid-19 vaccinations 
vii) Only $___ to vaccinate a child
viii) Donate now
ix) Help End Polio Now
i) Concessions – (get donated?)
i) Coffee, hot chocolate, water & donuts / fruit
ii) Napkins
iii) Water jugs and cups
iv) Garbage and recycling bins and bags

a) Clearly marked start (balloons / signs)
b) Maybe milestone signs along the way (timeline for Polio history)
c) Clearly marked end (balloons / signs) 
d) Walkers to receive something (what?  See if can get it donated)
6) Time:
a) Event 9:00-11:00am
b) Setup start 7:00am
c) Cleanup done by 1:00pm

7) Need people!

b) Speakers – keep it short!
c) Local representatives:  Mayors, congressmen
d) Famous people – get commitment as The Draw?
e) Past polio or polio knowledgeable
f) Doctors / Nurses with Polio knowledge 
g) Volunteers to manage food and garbage

b) Move items to venue
c) Trash collection
