The recruitment process for Global Grant Scholars (2026 – 2027 recruitment for 2028 studies) in District 
7010 is formally underway.   We are now offering Global Grant Scholarships in alternating years. 
    
Global Grant Scholarships fund graduate-level coursework or research for 
one to four academic years. The mission of the scholarship is to enable Rotary to advance world understanding, 
goodwill, and peace through the improvement of health, the support of education, and the alleviation of 
poverty.

Consideration will be given to  proposed study programs focused on one of Rotary's 7 areas of focus. Study at 
educational institutions around the world is permitted as long as the student demonstrates fluency in the 
language of study. Preference will be given to programs that focus on Rotary's goal to solve issues and address 
community needs while making the most effective use of the available funding.

• Please promote this opportunity with university students in your area through their student unions, student 
newspapers and radio stations as well as local media.     

• Candidates must have completed undergraduate studies by the time of the scholarship year.    
• Candidates must have a degree of academic success (not necessarily a 4+ GPA), have demonstrated 

“service above self” and show a propensity for being ambassadors for Rotary.    
• Candidates who live in our district or who are living elsewhere but call one of the communities in our district 

home, may apply.
