A Youth Exchange Officer from that Rotary Club will interview you and your family in your home, and
upon their approval your application will be referred to the District 7210 Youth Exchange (YEX) Committee for a
second interview, usually by early December. At that point, you will be asked to pay the initial $175 non-refundable
application fee, and to complete Part 2 of the SEE Application. Once Part 2 is completed (no later than February
28), the process of pairing you with a host family abroad takes place. If we are able to successfully pair you with a
host family abroad in a country/location acceptable to you, the process is completed and the $300 balance is due.
