In addition we are a bilingual district with both English and French speaking clubs.   We celebrate this piece of our cultural diversity.
District 7850 now includes forty (42) clubs with twenty-five clubs in Vermont, eleven in New Hampshire; four in Quebec; one that spans the USA-Canada border, Rotary International’s first international club; and one that spans the Vermont-New Hampshire border.
Our district is known for its bright fall colors of red, yellow, orange and gold; excellent skiing in the winter; many dairy farms; and many scenic sites to keep you busy taking pictures.
