Amanda Graves: Book by Polio Survivor

An author, Amanda Graves, has come to our attention through Pat and Skip.  Her husband is a polio survivor and she has written a children's book about his experiences as a child.  The book is to be released in at the end of August. 

Amanda will make a presentation to the Shrewsbury Rotary club on September 19th.  She is available to tell her husband's story and describe her book to other clubs in the district. Amanda has agreed to join our District 7910 Polio Plus team.

A brief Bio.

Amanda Graves was born and educated in England and has lived in the US since 1985. Although in the past she has been a caterer, a bookseller and a spice consultant, she has always been a writer. 
Amanda’s husband Ben is the inspiration for her first book, “Papa’s Boots.” In 1954, at age 2, Ben was living in Oklahoma where he contracted polio. Although he has very little recollection of his illness, he remembers having to wear leg braces for four years, and his most vivid memory is of receiving his first pair of cowboy boots. 
In “Papa’s Boots”, we see Ben, now a grandfather, taking his young grandson Jack to buy his own first pair of cowboy boots. What Jack learns about Papa’s childhood will help him to understand why this is such a special day.
