
How often do I need to attend? In order to have active clubs, 
Rotary asks members to attend 60% of their meetings with at 
least 50% of the required meetings at the home club (the other 
50% can be make up meetings). Help us meet our club 
attendance goal by coming every week!

What if I miss a meeting? No problem! Up to 14 days before 
and after missing a meeting, you can make up your meeting by 
attending another Rotary meeting, committee meeting, board 
meeting, or online (see back for details).
