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2025 — RYLA Three Step Application Process

Step 1. Student completes online Request for Application (RFA).

Step 2. The link for the RYLA application emailed to Parents. Parents
complete and submit the online application.

Step 3. District sends completed applications to the local Rotary clubs and
the clubs select and approve students for sponsorship to RYLA
2025.

After the student submits the Request for Application, a link to the full
APPLICATION will be forwarded to the email addresses submitted on the
online form.

Parents/guardians will complete the full APPLICATION online.

The District will work with applicants to complete all necessary camp
paperwork.

Each local Rotary Club will review completed applications and select students
for sponsorship to RYLA 2025.

Clubs will use their normal selection process (interviews, etc.) to approve
students they wish to sponsor.

Clubs will email the names of all students selected for sponsorship to the

January -March 2025

Clubs begin the RYLA recruiting process.

Call your school counselor.

It is important to get the campers committed early.
Students may begin completing the online RFA.

April 2025

Checks due for camper sponsorship.

Make checks payable to Rotary District 5790.
Clubs can pay before they have selected campers.
Mail checks to RYLA Treasurer listed above.

May 15, 2025
e Clubs submit names of campers they wish to sponsor.
e Clubs contact campers to confirm sponsorship for camp and answer
camper questions. (This step is important for campers and their
parents)

June 1, 2025
¢ Notify District who will be transporting your camper to RYLA.

e The sponsoring Rotary Club is responsible for transporting campers
TO and FROM RYLA.

Thursday - June 19, 2025
e Sponsoring Rotary Club will transport campers to RYLA at Denton.
e Arrive 7:30 - 9:30 a.m.

Sunday - June 22, 2025
e Sponsoring Rotary Club will pick-up campers from RYLA at Denton.

A: The best way to identify potential RYLA campers is contact your local school counselor.

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Explain the program to them and they will usually have recommendations for campers.
Students of Rotary members are also encouraged to apply as well as other students
the Club believes can benefit from the RYLA program.

: How will the student parents complete all required paperwork?

The District Committee will use the information from the online RFA form to process
the full student application (online) for the students. The District will email the link to
the online full application to the parents and students for completion. The full
application will contain the necessary waivers and releases that require digital parent
signatures (4 forms).

: What if our club knows a student we would like to sponsor?
. Great, have the student complete the online RFA form and the District committee will

forward the completed application to your Club for approval.

: Can we still use our normal interview process to select our students?
. Yes, all student applications will be forwarded to the Clubs for review and approval.
