Let’s dive into a topic that’s shaping our world in big ways: Artificial Intelligence, or AI for short. 

What is Al??? Simply put, AI is the science of making machines think like humans. It powers everything from voice assistants like Siri and Alexa to recommendation systems on Netflix. AI helps computers do things like analyze data, understand language, and even make decisions.

How many of you are already using AI in public Image role?? How many of you have some level of anxiety about AI? [discussion]

Totally normal! AI can feel a bit intimidating, but today we’re going to make friends with it. We’ll explore how it can actually help us work smarter, not harder. You’ll see how AI can be an incredible tool for growing Rotary’s Public Image

One of the most popular AI tools we have today is something called ChatGPT, which is what I’ll be showing you later in a live demo. Think of ChatGPT as a virtual assistant that you can have a conversation with. 

You ask it questions, and it responds in a conversational way. It can generate ideas, plan content, and even write social media posts. The key to getting the most out of it is in how you ask questions—or as we call them, ‘prompts.’ 

You can also save your chats, which is really helpful if you’re working on a long-term project or want to revisit ideas.


Generating Text
•Type your prompt, question or directive in the input box
•ChatGPT will generate a response based on the input it receives
•Experiment with different prompts to see how ChatGPT responds and adapts to your input
Creativity and Writing Assistance
•Use ChatGPT to brainstorm ideas for writing projects, such as essays, articles, or stories
•Get suggestions for plot twists, character development, or dialogue
•Overcome writer's block by engaging in a conversation with ChatGPT to generate new ideas

Prompts are key to getting great results from ChatGPT. The more specific and clear you are, the better it works. Here’s a quick cheat sheet on how to craft great prompts:
Number of words**: Tell ChatGPT if you want a long article or just a short post.
Type of content**: You can ask it to write a press release, social post, blog, or anything else.
Voice & tone**: Want it to sound casual, fun, inspiring, or serious? You can specify that.
Act as…**: For example, you can say, ‘Write as if you’re a journalist’ or ‘Write as if you’re a Rotary public image chair’
Make shorter/longer**: Easily adjust the length by saying, ‘Make this shorter’ or ‘Summarize this into 100 words.’
Give a call to action**: This helps drive engagement on social media or websites.

Here’s an example: 'Summarize a video script and create a short social media post to encourage people to watch the video.' Pretty handy, right?

Results provided the inspiration for 5 separate social media posts that highlight each of the benefits to membership

Results provided the inspiration for 5 separate social media posts that highlight each of the 5 benefits to membership. This enabled us to separate out the reasons to join add photos that showcased the featured benefit. We were able to elaborate more on the benefit. 
1️⃣ **Community Connection**: Highlighting how members forge lasting relationships while making a difference locally.
2️⃣ **Service Opportunities**: Showing the diverse ways members can get involved in community projects.
3️⃣ **Professional Development**: Emphasizing leadership and networking opportunities.
4️⃣ **Global Impact**: Sharing how Kutztown Rotary contributes to international causes, like eradicating polio & our global grant projects.
5️⃣ **Fun and Fellowship**: Talking about the social aspect of Rotary—building friendships while supporting great causes.

We added action photos and created posts that showcased each of these benefits. And what do you think happened? The posts outperformed our regular content in terms of reach, engagement, and shares.



Results
Results over 5 Weeks:
● 15 new Facebook followers
● 16 new Instagram followers
● 147 total reactions
● Increased comments and overall engagement
● 15 post shares
● 1 inquiry about membership interest

After running these posts for five weeks, here were the results:

Expanded our reach to new audiences & More current members engaged & re-shared these posts over our regular content
- **15 new Facebook followers**
- **16 new Instagram followers**
- **147 reactions**
- **15 shares**
- **Increased comments and engagement**
- We even got **one direct message** asking how to join!

This campaign drove more engagement than our previous efforts, and that’s the power of AI—it can help you create content that resonates better with your audience
