SUMMARY
The purpose of the Rotary Leadership Institute Facilitators’ training program (train the trainers) is to provide background information about RLI, to acquaint new RLI faculty members with updated RLI curriculum and materials, and to discuss the facilitation skills and techniques needed for successful future RLI courses. 

These Faculty Orientation sessions are important to the future of our RLI NZ and Pacific Islands Division because the quality of the RLI Facilitators often determines whether a course day is successful. Because this is voluntary on the part of the participants, they will only return for future RLI Parts 2 and 3, if they have a good experience at a Part 1 course.

The District Governor, District Governor Elect, District RLI Chair, and RLI NZ and Pacific Islands Division Chair select future RLI Facilitators who attend this RLI Facilitators’ training weekend. Prospective RLI Facilitators should be knowledgeable about Rotary (so usually at least an Assistant Governor or a District Committee Chair, and/or outstanding facilitators in business, Rotary or the community) and have the ability to lead a lively discussion group without lecturing!  At District RLI courses for Rotarians and Rotaractors, we ask participants lots of questions to lead the discussion and include relevant activities.  
RLI Facilitator training sessions are conducted by RLI Faculty Trainers approved by International RLI. Ideally, next District RLI Parts 1, 2 and 3 courses for Rotarians should be held 30-90 days following this RLI Facilitators’ training, as it gives sufficient time for Facilitators to plan their course content, but it’s not too long to forget the learnings gained.
