m I was really upbeat about compiling this newsletter
- = until a few days ago, but now I am a bit down. The

upbeat factors are easy to enumerate between
visiting Clubs and their events, watching the email traffic and
reading Club magazines. What struck me was the wide range of
projects undertaken by Clubs and the cooperation between
different Clubs. Assume every place name below is a Rotary Club;
I won't try to summarise what I've read in the magazines - it
would be too much.

Gosford North’s Madagascar projects (where there has been
extensive flooding) has included support from Terrigal (new laptop
computer), Kenthurst (medical equipment), Brookvale ($2,000 for
transportation), Carlingford ($1,000), Taree ($2,000 plus books
and manpower), Dubbo (hospital beds with free delivery),
Antananarivo and Toliara Clubs of Madagascar (incountry hosting,
translation, transport, manpower and customs assistance) and
Gravesend Club in England (funding through running in the London
Marathon). What a fantastic effort of International cooperation!

In the last two weeks | have been to Ryde (Junior Public Speaking
Competition), Berowra (36t Birthday - see below), Glenhaven
(20t birthday - sorry, too much talking and not enough notes
taken), North Ryde’s country students IT program presentation
(with input from Ryde, Inverell, West Wyalong and Forbes),
Hunters Hill (US Consul General’s presentation — Gladesville and
Ryde members in attendance), Gosford and Gosford City (18th
Central Coast Bands Concert), Erina Cycle Classic (with help from
Kariong/Somersby), a PDGs meeting and a Foundation Committee
meeting (see below). You get an idea of the wide range of people
Rotary assists and brings together!

Then across the emails: Erina has a member coming up to 50
years of Rotary Service (and at Galston | was introduced to a
fellow coming up to 60 years of service and was one of the
instigators of FAIM!), the GSE Team to Turkey has returned and
reported back in vibrant terms (and will be presenting at the

Chatswood/Kincumber (rubbish collection in East Timor), Winston
Hills (Christmas parcels in Condobolin), Brookvale (Village in East
Timor), Wahroonga (security and hot water for women'’s refuge),
and Gosford (toilets in South Africa).

But that’s only the small amounts! Matching Grants for projects
ranging in value from $13,000 to $75,000 have included
Chatswood/Wahroonga (Toilets in Nepal), E-Club/Ku-ring-gai
(Solar Power in Uganda), St Ives (2036 school desks in India),
Lindifeld (Cleft Palate program in India), Castle Hill (Mewsic Bus
with Brett Lee Foundation in India), Hills/Kellyville (Water tanks
in India), Galston (eye Operations in India), Gosford West
(fighting rabies outbreaks in The Philippines), Northbridge (school
fit out in Nepal), Lane Cove (Education in Nepal), Norwest Sunrise
(Vocational program in Ukraine), Wahroonga/Turramurra/St lves/
Gerard Cross (UK) (Bus for Hornsby PCYC) and Wahroonga/Gerard
Cross (Youth Programs in North Sydney).

Then a quick synopsis of what Berowra (a Club of 13 members)
has been up to over the last 36 years: raised over $650,000
mainly though their Arts and Crafts and Plant sales; had 38 in/out
bound Youth Exchange Students; sponsored 4 Probus clubs;
sponsored Crosslands Rotaract Club (now coming up to 10 years
old); helped build a hospital in PNG through a FAIM project;
supported an orphanage in South Africa; sponsored 8 students to
NYSF; recently sponsored 4 RYLARians; and been involved in
RYDA, MUNA, School Citizenship awards, the Foundation, Merry
Makers, Cochlear Implants, Pride of Workmanship Awards and the
Rural Fire Service - and had plenty of Rotary Fellowship on the
way!

After all of those “lists” of great things, you can imagine | have
been pretty upbeat (and exhausted). However, | have some sad
news to relay. The Rotary Club of Manly is winding up at the end
of this Rotary year. This is a Club with a 75-year history of great
Community and International Service. Various attempts have been
made to assist the Club to remain afloat, with a view

to “reinventing” it in the new year, but these have not been
successful. I've tried various tactics to assist (some probably
pretty clumsy), but to no avail.

This is an example of a Club that had not moved with the times
and had not adapted to changes in society. It is a salient warning
to us all. I hope that many of the Manly members stay within
Rotary or Probus. | have every intention of launching a new Manly
Rotary Club in the new year under DG Graeme.

My sadness at the loss of this great Club is mixed with a
foreboding for the future of Rotary. All that great service work set
out above MUST be augmented by ACTION for renewed
membership, adaption to trends, leadership, education of
members, marketing and a watchful eye to the future. We should
approach these aspects of CLUB Service with the same energy and
organization we put into service for others.

Australia will provide $80 million over four years from 2015 to
2018 to help finish the job and achieve worldwide polio
eradication.

This contribution follows a $50 million commitment to the Global
Polio Eradication Initiative from 2011 to 2014 announced by the
Prime Minister at the Commonwealth Heads of Government
Meeting in Perth in October 2011.
