.Riders do the Denver Century Ride. 
• Five routes from an easy 10 miles up to 100… electric bikes allowed. 
• One of Colorado’s most popular rides… roughly 2,000 cyclists. 
• $64-99 rider fee covers all costs… police, aid stations, lunch, beer, etc. 
• Ride will follow all public health guidance: e.g., no mass start this year. 
• If Ride is cancelled, fee just rolls over to next year.
