Note: A District Grant requires active participation by the sponsoring Rotarians or Rotarians in the host country for international projects if there is one (not required). Financial support and fund-raising are not considered active involvement.

EXPECTED INCOME

If a club provides both cash and DDF the amounts are entered separately (see above).
