So what exactly IS a brand?
 
A brand is many things: 
a perception - how others think about a company or organization
an emotional connection that a person has to a company and/or its product(s)/service(s). It’s a sort of psychological contract.
a promise: a commitment to offering a unique value and experience
a distinct concept for how a company or organization differentiates itself from others
AND, a recognizable logo, which when used consistently and repeatedly, provides instant recognition and understanding
 
Customers are drawn to brands that they trust when the brand offers them something unique and distinctive. This affinity for brand is translated into customer loyalty.
 
Can you think of a brand that you are devoted to? For example, maybe you have only a particular pair of jeans that you will buy.  Or maybe there’s only a particular product you are willing to use in your hair.

The Brand Center has templates to create logos for Rotary, Rotaract, and Interact clubs, as well as creating “logo lockups” that incorporate a partner organizations or sponsor’s logo. Remember, creating your logo correctly is like wearing the right clothing. Impressions matter.

Lockups are used to show a relationship between your club, district, or zone and partners, sponsors, programs, or events. Only one logo can be featured in a lockup with your club, district, or zone logo. The lockup should not be used as your club, district, or zone logo.

Using AI (chatgpt) to help generate ideas & content that builds a club public image campaign with the objective of increasing awareness & growing membership.
Left image – Prompt to ask chatgpt to ‘write a social media post that highlights the top 5 reasons to join Kutztown Rotary’
Results provided the inspiration for 5 separate social media posts that highlight each of the benefits to membership

Results – These posts outperformed previous endeavors, increased reach & engagement across all platforms. On Facebook: Resulted in 15FB & 16Insta new followers in 6 weeks days, 147 reactions, 15 comments, 8 shares. 1 message with interest in how to join.
