Pan-African Community Association (PACA) is a nonprofit organization that works with
new African and Burmese immigrants to help them assimilate, learn about our society
and how it functions, to support them in maintaining culture from their birth country, assist
in housing, language development, work skills development and support, and providing a
visible platform for the greater Milwaukee community to know of the over 10,000 African
refugees and now Burmese refugees coming to the region. This helps to provide
understanding, tolerance, support and more. It is projected that over 200 families
comprised of all ages will be recipients of this first year project with Amigos and will take
place at PACA or through PACA.

Amigos wishes to continue to build PACA capacity for programming that ranges from
summer camps to after-school tutoring, women’s programs, working with the elders,
providing advocates for navigating the health system and the school system. They are
the first touch point for all new African and Burmese immigrants/refugees and find
housing and furnishings for them and help them with bills and understanding this new
world and expectations. It is imperative that we not allow the marginalization of these new
immigrant groups. The impact is integration while honoring and holding onto culture,
embracing diversity, ensuring talents are shared within their community and the greater
Milwaukee community. It supports the core values of Rotary International to work toward
world peace, tolerance, and understanding.
