The intent of the Interact Club Awards is to share best practices and recognize exemplary clubs and their service projects for the benefit of all Interact Clubs of District 5190.
2017-2018 awards will be given in the following categories:

6. International Service 
Interact Clubs who submit a minimum of 3 of the 6 categories will be considered for the Interact Club of the Year. Campus or Community Service and International Service must be 2 of the 3 sections submitted. The Interact Club 
of the Year Award will be presented to the Interact Club of District 5190 that best exemplifies the Interact ideals of service to campus or community, and an international project. There is no section for this award.
A committee of Independent Rotarians will select the award recipients and no one on the committee will be Interact Chairs.

Award winners will be announced at District Conference.

Submission Guidelines:
· You may apply for one or more categories. It is not mandatory to apply for all sections. In case of any questions, please be sure to include your Interact club name and the contact information for the person who completed each section. 
· Advisors are more than welcome to complete the award application, but we highly encourage you to empower Interactors and have them complete and submit the application.
· Projects included in the awards application should reflect work done during this school year. However, projects in progress or expected to be completed during this school year after the deadline may be included. Please note the expected completion date of the project.

· Projects that are “ongoing” should be identified as continuing from year to year. Please identify when the project began and estimate the extent of work completed during this school year.

· If a project meets the requirements of more than one of the categories, you may submit in each of those categories.

· Questions should be easy to answer within this Microsoft Word document.  Insert answers after each question.
· You may use more than one page for each of the sections, but please do not run the sections together. Start each new section on a new page. 

· The deadline for submission is April 18, 2018 and will not be extended. The date stamp on your email will serve as confirmation of receipt by the deadline.
