There are 
too many to mention them all. The important thing here is 
that we remember that as Rotarians we have the opportu-
nity to reach within to transform the world, one life, one 
family, one community at a time.

is that we are 
able to stay 
over in various communities for the weekends. Since the 
drive back and forth to Alturas requires a great deal of 
time and fuel we have opted to get to know our Rotary 
family and their communities better, and what better way 
than to have fun and fellowship together at club fundrais-
ers and community events. Not only have we taken advan-
tage of these opportunities but we have found time avail-
able to visit the companies and workplaces of a number of 
our fellow Rotarians. This has been particularly interesting 
and reminds me that the worth of a person’s profession 
and career and the desire to do business with someone 
with shared values was one of the cornerstones of Rotary’s 
founding principles. This is spelled out in “The Object of 
Rotary” and is something that we should take the time to 
review this month of October, our Vocational Service 
Month in the world of Rotary.

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  Council on Legislation News 
By Steve Snyder 

 
 Every three years Rotary International’s Council on Legis-
lation meets to debate and vote on legislation submitted by 
clubs, districts and the Rotary International Board.  The 
Council has the authority to amend Rotary International’s 
constitutional documents as well as adopt resolutions.  
Every district sends a representative to the Council and 
every club and district may propose legislation.  I have 
been elected to represent our district at the next Council 
Meeting.  So if your club or if our District is considering 
proposing legislation for the Council, please follow the 
guidelines below: 
 
1. All proposed legislation must be submitted with a pro-
poser’s statement of purpose and effect in order to be con-
sidered duly proposed.  This statement may not exceed 
300 words.  This statement should identify the issue or 
problem that the proposed legislation seeks to address and 
explain how the proposal addresses or resolves the prob-
lem or issue. 
2.  How Does Your Club Submit Legislation? 
A) The club’s board of directors must first submit pro-
posed legislation to the club members for adoption at a 
regular club meeting. 
B) If adopted, the proposal must then be forwarded to the 
District with a letter signed by the club president and sec-
retary certifying that it has been adopted by the club 
C) The proposal must be endorsed by the District through 
a ballot-by-mail. 
D) If the proposal receives the District’s endorsement, the 
Governor completes the certification form that verifies 
this endorsement and sends all three of the following:   
  -The text of the proposal,   The certification form, The 
proposer’s statement of purpose and effect and mails these 
documents to Rotary International Headquarters in time to 
meet the December 31, 2011 deadline.  There are no ex-
ceptions to this deadline. 
3) Is There a Limit of the Amount of Legislation that 
May be Submitted? 
A) The RI Bylaws encourage districts to submit no more 
than five items of proposed legislation in total. 
4) What Are the Types of Legislation? 
A) There are two types of legislation: proposed enact-
