District governors will report the names of the qualifying Rotaract clubs in their districts online through Member Access
no later than 15 April 2013.

[ Use social networking to increase awareness of Rotary and Rotaract among young adults in the community.

[J Organize a discussion or workshop on ethical business practices and professional standards that involves Rotarians,
Rotaractors, young professionals, and business leaders as speakers, facilitators, and attendees.
