Day 10. Wednesday 10 June 2026    		Sun Moon Lake 	B/X/D 
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This morning, we will be transferred to the beautiful resort of Sun Moon Lake, on route we’ll visit: National Palace Museum – south branch. In the late afternoon, arrive in Sun Moon Lake. The name derives from the shape of the lake: the northern part is in the shape of the sun, while the southern part resembles a crescent moon. 

Tonight, we stay at one of the top 50 resorts in the world - "Lalu". It was designed by award-winning Australian Architect Kerry Hill. The hotel overlooks Taiwan's largest lake, with an impressive mountain backdrop, it was the place where Chiang Kai-shek entertained his overseas dignitaries. The original guesthouse was painstakingly relocated, brick by brick, into the Garden of Lalu and is now a museum commemorating Chiang Kai-Shek’s era. 

Don’t miss visiting this museum if you are interested in contemporary Chinese History. We stay two nights at Lalu.

Today, we take a cruise around the Sun Moon Lake and visit the Holy Monk Shrine, which was dedicated to the Buddhist monk Xuanzang, who led an epic journey from China to India in 629. He returned sixteen years later, with hundreds of scriptures and scrolls, and had a profound influence on the spread of Buddhism throughout China. After lunch, we have leisure time.
