Making a difference in 
Christchurch

This week’s speaker was Erin 
Victoria Jackson, a positive 
young woman with a “can-do” 
attitude, who addressed us on 
Leadership Opportunities in the 
‘New Christchurch’ – How can 
we dare to be different?  
 
Erin completed her double 
law/arts degree at the 
University of Canterbury, during 
which she was President of the 
University of Canterbury 
Students’ Association for two 
years.  Nearing completion of 
her degree studies, she felt that 
all she wanted to do upon 
completion was move away 
from Christchurch.  However, 
after the February 2011 
earthquake, she became a 
foundation member of the Student Volunteer Army, alongside Sam Johnson and Jason 
Pemberton, gathering students together to move tonnes of  
liquefaction material from Christchurch properties.  
   
After graduating and being admitted to the Bar, Erin commenced her business, Narrative 
Campaigns, a campaign management company. More recently, she has become Deputy Chair of 
the Arts Centre Trust, Executive Director of Committee for Canterbury, and a member of the 
Rotary Club of Christchurch. 
    
Through this time, she has become a committed advocate for Christchurch, and sees the city as 
having pockets of opportunity.  She gave the example of Kilmarnock Enterprises who have just 
moved into a new building in Wigram to continue the production work which they 
do with their people with mental and physical challenges.

Erin spoke of a new approach 
with children – don’t ask them 
what they want to be; rather 
ask them what do they want to 
solve.  
 
In current jobs, ¼ of people are 
engaged in and love what they 
do, and about another ¼ are 
not engaged and don’t like 
what they do, and the other 
50% are either apathetic or 
undecided. A challenge for the 
future is to have more people 
engaged in what they do.  
 
Community groups are 
stepping up in Christchurch to 
take new roles.  Erin considers 
that the quality of life is great in 
Christchurch, because with the 

city rebuild, we live in the 
safest city in NZ.  

 
Apart from all of her other commitments, Erin and her husband have recently had a baby son, 
Theodore (Teddy). Looking at Teddy, Erin realises that in his life ahead, things will be much 
different for him – in his education, in the fact that he will not need to drive (with the advent of 
autonomous vehicles), and so many other challenges and opportunities, many of which we are 
not aware of yet.  
 
It was exciting and inspiring to look at the future of Christchurch through the eyes of a positive 
woman in her twenties, and see opportunities ahead, many of which have come about through 
the adversity of the 2010 and 2011 earthquakes, making Christchurch an exciting place to be.
