TRF MOMENT: WHAT IS THE ROTARY FOUNDATION’S WORLD FUND?
At the end of every Rotary year, each Rotary District’s contributions to the Annual Fund-Share are divided into two funds. 47.5% is created to the World Fund, while the same amount is credited to District Designated Funds (aka “DDF”.) The remaining 5% covers Rotary’s operational costs. The World Fund is used by The Rotary Foundation to fund worldwide programs open to all Rotary Districts such as Global Grants. The DDF is allocated by the District to fund District Grants, Global Grants or Polio. DDF receives an 80% match from the World Fund when used in a Global Grant.
