	Repair Café
	Repair Cafes are part of a broad movement oriented around repairing and reusing items from home that might otherwise be thrown out. They are staffed by community volunteers and provide repair services, for free, to community residents. Any voluntary donations go towards replenishing repair parts, feeding the volunteers, and advertising.

In northern New Jersey, Repair Cafes are held in South Orange/Maplewood, Ridgewood, Rutherford, Summit, Jersey City, Fort Lee, Roxbury, Glen Ridge, Washington Twp, Basking Ridge, and Madison.  New Repair Cafes can be started in any town.

Rotarian Paul Lemaire is willing to help guide those who are starting a Repair Café.  He is the Madison organizer and a “serial repairer”.

The international Repair Cafes organization (Holland) can provide guidance and advice on setting up and conducting a café, and can provide basic forms that can be used for volunteers and “customers.” However, in order to run a Repair Café as a Rotary club event, certain changes to the forms are appropriate to include liability waiver language consistent with that required by RI’s insurance program. The sample forms included in the links included here contain such enhanced language.

ReStore will pick up donations. It is easy to arrange for the ReStore truck to visit to pick up donations. Clubs can arrange pick-up days in town either as a stand-alone event or in conjunction with another event that might be drawing people, such as a farmer’s market or town festival.

	Used clothing and fabrics 

	Public awareness about the negative environmental impacts of fast fashion is growing. The fashion industry is responsible for approx. 10% of global greenhouse gas emissions. Over 85% of clothes end up in the trash. This is over 100 pounds per person per year in the US and is occupying nearly 10% of our landfills. There are better solutions for used fabrics, including reusing and recycling these fabrics.
	Look for consignment shops or local Goodwill, Salvation Army or Junior League thrift stores for usable clothing.

Collection bins for textiles in any condition, including backpacks and stuffed animals, are found in Morris and Union County. Helpsy also will partner to organize clothing drives where it pays for all clothes collected. Helpsy provides all equipment, services the drive, and sells the collected clothing.

	
	
	

	Composting

	Food waste makes up about 30% of household trash by weight. When sent to a landfill, decomposing food releases methane, which is greenhouse gas. Food waste composting either (1) results in a rich soil additive that returns nutrients to the ground (the organic compost you would apply in your garden); or (2) in the case of anaerobic digestion, uses the food waste to create energy and a resulting soil amendment. 
	Municipal Options
Municipalities may have arrangements for residents to recycle their food waste. Some of the Northern NJ towns with municipal compost programs include, Hoboken, Jersey City, Leonia, Maplewood and Summit. (These operate with various companies, such as Community Compost Company, Green Bucket, and Neighborhood Compost.)

Java’s Compost (https://www.javascompost.com/ )
Residents may also subscribe to composting services, such as Java’s Compost, which allows subscriptions that vary in cost depending on if you pay to drop your food waste at a drop site or elect weekly or bi-weekly pick up at your home.

Resources for Individuals

	Paper

	Most municipalities will accept paper for recycling as a routine matter. However, people may have large volumes of papers records and/or have papers with sensitive financial or personal information that should not be commingled with regular recycling. A variety of professional services offer confidential shredding of sensitive documents; such services will visit onsite for a shredding event organized by a club. Such services are not free and clubs should negotiate prices and other terms with the vendor and should charge customers accordingly. Such an event can also service as a club fundraiser.

Batteries
	Many forms of batteries can be recycled, but most batteries just get thrown out and end up in landfills. Organizing a battery collection is an easy activity and can be combined as an add-on to other events that are likely to draw many community residents, such as a farmer’s market, town festival, etc.  

Clubs must be aware of what types of batteries are accepted for recycling locally. As a general rule, battery recycling may be limited to rechargeable batteries, although local Staples or Best Buy stores should be contacted to see if they will accept single use batteries.

Also, municipal or county recycling programs will likely accept at least some types of batteries; Morris County’s list of acceptable materials is linked here as an example.

	CDs, books, magazines

	These present two very different types of project opportunities. At the “low-tech” end these materials can be the focus of collections for donation / reuse at venues such as senior living centers – residents there will often be happy to get music CDs, movie DVDs and quality magazines (National Geographic, etc.) There are many different senior living centers in the state, but Sunrise has many locations. The citation will allow clubs to find a Sunrise locations near them

For large donations or donations that may not be suited to Sunrise locations, BookSmiles will collect large collections of books, including textbooks, and give them additional life or, if necessary, properly recycle them. The organization primarily provides children’s books to areas of need. They can swap tons of adult books for children’s books.

	Markers have plastic exteriors that companies have tried to recycle without as much success as hoped.

	Sneakers

	Sneakers are manufactured with materials that are not biodegradable, and they remain in landfills or are incinerated, which leads to toxic chemicals in our air and soil. Many people – especially youth - throw away their used sneakers every 125-200 days without ever thinking about recycling. And more than 600 million people worldwide don’t even own a pair of shoes.

Provides a free sneaker recycling programs for organizations of all types and sizes. Allows a group to earn money for every pair of sneakers you contribute.

	
	
	

	Electronics (incl Cell Phones)
	Used electronics leach metals as they decompose or are incinerated. Recycling is the best option if the items cannot be reused. 

Computers 4 People is a Hoboken-based organization that refurbishes computers for reuse (and recycles those that cannot be reused). This is not a fundraiser.

Green Vision employs developmentally disabled students and adults in the practice of dismantling and recycling unwanted electronics (e-waste). They convert this waste into reusable materials such as copper and aluminum. This is not a fundraiser. Donations must be dropped off in Randolph.

Cell Phones for Soldiers recycles used cell phones and provides cost-free communication services and emergency funding to active-duty military members and
veterans. This is not a fundraiser, but the non-profit pays for the shipping if you send 10+ cell phones at a time.
