The host Rotary Club provides a
monthly stipend equivalent to $75-$100. This is an enriching experience for the student and an opportunity
to develop lifelong friendships.

students acquire during their year abroad.

Who can participate? The youth exchange program
is open to all qualified young men and women
between the ages of 15 and 18 2. Students must
be above average academically. Applicants will be
interviewed by the sponsoring Rotary Club, which
would be required to endorse this application.
Hosting a student is not required, but is strongly
encouraged.

The cost of the program is approximately $5,250
(subject to change) which includes refundable airfare
and changeable return, health insurance, visa
processing, business cards, a blazer, other materials,
and two over-night orientations. The first is a winter
weekend in Big Bear. The second is in the spring in
Camarillo and includes parents.
