Host Hospitality Night.

Hawaii Rotarians have a once-in-a-lifetime opportunity to host visiting Rotarians from around the world, during the Rotary International Convention in Honolulu in 2020. This is our chance to show our Aloha.

Host Hospitality Night is an RI convention tradition, whereby local Rotarians provide a memorable evening of hospitality and international fellowship, hosting visitors in their homes or in restaurants or a larger venue.
The Host Hospitality Night for the 2020 RI convention will be on Monday, June 8, 2020. District 5000 Rotarians will have the opportunity to host visiting Rotarians from around the world. We're looking for Rotarians and Rotary clubs to host our guests visiting Honolulu. You can organize something as simple as a BBQ in your back yard for 4 or 6 guests, or something larger hosted at a venue of your choice.

How Host Hospitality Works

Visiting Rotarians are assigned to one of the host events we organize. As a visiting Rotarian, you never know who, what or where you'll end up, but it's always a great time.

If you agree to host an event, you will be assigned visiting Rotarians for your event. You are expected to serve a meal and arrange for transportation to and from your event. See the FAQ below for more details. 
Host Hospitality Night FAQ

These are some of the most frequent questions we get asked about Host Hospitality Night.

WHAT KIND OF EVENT SHOULD WE HAVE AND WHERE?
There are three types of events: (1) Personal Host Hospitality, where one Rotarian (or one couple) hosts 4-5 visitors at his or her home or other location; (2) Group Host Hospitality, where more than one person or couple get together to host an event, usually at a home or a private club; (3) Club(s) Host Hospitality, where an entire club or group of clubs go together to host a dinner at a location such as a restaurant, club, church, school, etc. The only limitation is your imagination, taking into account the resources of your club and the logistics of transportation to get to and from the event. 

WHAT ELSE MIGHT WE DO?
Some clubs might take their guests to commercial events or activities, such as a luau or dinner cruise off Waikiki.
HOW DO WE GET THE GUESTS TO OUR VENUE?
It will be your responsibility to make arrangements to pick up your guests, and return them to their hotels.
WHAT IS THE TIMING?
Visiting Rotarians will be expecting to leave for host hospitality no later than 5pm and returned to their hotel by 10pm.
WHO PAYS FOR THIS?
The hosts are responsible for the cost of this event, except for $30 per visiting registrant, which will come from the registration fees paid by the registrants.
HOW ARE WE TO KNOW THE DETAILS OF THE PLANS?
We need a contact person from your club to oversee the event. This person will be responsible for passing along information and for letting us know the number of venues and people that your club members might be able to accommodate. Sign up Sheets are required for each host and are available at each club or on line. If you have Club members who speak other languages and would like to have guests from a particular country, you need to advise us through your representative.
HOW DO WE CONTACT THESE PEOPLE?
Once we have all the registrations, we will be assigning our guests to hosts. Names, hotel information, emails and phone numbers will be provided when possible.
IF WE HAVE FRIENDS IN ROTARY CAN THEY BE ADDED TO OUR GROUP?
Yes, you may add them to your guest list but they will not be part of our Host Hospitality list of people, who we identify as being your guests.
